The above information can be shared in writing, or in a personal meeting, as you feel most comfortable. All information that you share with us about your financial situation will be held confidential. This information will be available only to those who will make the decision: the working group coordinators and the administrative coordinator.

Generally, financial assistance from One World will take the form of a non-interest loan (although we will consider partial or full subsidies depending on an individual’s circumstances). Terms for re-payment are flexible and will be determined by your specific financial circumstances. You will need to sign a formal agreement outlining terms and a re-payment schedule with the administrative coordinator of One World. It will be your responsibility to communicate with One World about making arrangements for repaying your loan.

A participant can have a third of their loan written off for each year of unpaid work they do following their One World experience. For example, this unpaid work might be something like living at a Catholic Worker or L’Arche community. If a participant does three years of unpaid work following their One World trip, their entire loan will be forgiven.
